Combining all the feedback from past attendees has enabled us to create a package of photography days that will meet everyone's needs, create a streamlined schedule for the day, and offer time for personal exploration. Please note the following changes to previous photography day events. 

 

1.  Amateurs only - this enables us to gear our workshop to amateurs and provide them the best support possible since this is an educational outreach program and not designed to meet the needs or interests of professionals. Professional photographers are asked to set up appointments separately by calling David Meeks (864)316-9572. 

 

2.  Price - We have increased the price so that we can pay a professional photographer to come lead the workshops.  We want you to get your best shots when you're here for photography day and have professionals lined up to start your day with a workshop designed specially for you. 

 

3.  Guided time - the guided portion of the program is kept to the morning hours to accommodate the animals' (and photographer's!) needs during the heat of the summer.  

 

4.  Sharing photos - please read the information about the photo policy so that you will understand our photo sharing policy designed to protect Hollywild.  

 

5.  Safari - We have made one program (Sept.11) geared solely to safari exploration where participants can set up their tri-pods and bring their own vehicles out to the safari. Due to the volume of summer visitors to the park we cannot guarantee availability of a bus solely for photography day participants on other dates.  If available, we will try to do that, however, safari rides leave several times an hour during the non-guided afternoon time.  We leave that to participant's choice so that you have an opportunity to have lunch, visit with other animals, and manage your own afternoon needs.  When riding the safari bus available to the public, you are not allowed off the bus so that we can ensure your safety and that of our animals.
